Twenty two of the group members also visited the project site of the Bakun 
Hydro Dam on 16 December. Despite the long travelling time of nearly 7 ½ 
hours to and from Bintulu to Bakun and the bumpy rides on certain 
stretches of the journey, the participants were impressed with this 
mammoth national project and appreciative of the privilege of being able to 
experience and see the near completion and groundwork of the dam before 
its official commissioning. The presentation by Mr Ten Wuan Ping, Manager, 
Sarawak Hidro Sdn Bhd, on the construction and logistics of the dam was 
indeed very impressive and enlightening. 
 
The technical trip has been well-received by attendees with favorable 
feedback on its benefits and usefulness for knowledge building and learning 
experience. There were also calls for more such trips to be organized next 
year to other plants and places of general interest to the gas and related 
industries.

Murphy is developing 
several marginal gas fields situated in the South China Sea, offshore Sarawak, located 
approximately 40-80 km from Bintulu in 37-50m water depth.  

 
Bakun Hydroelectric 

Project

Sdn Bhd) 

Developed & managed by Sarawak Hidro Sdn Bhd, a wholly-owned subsidiary of the 
Ministry of Finance Incorporated Malaysia. The largest hydropower project in Malaysia 
located on the Balui River in the upper Rejang river basin, 37 km upstream from 
Belaga town in Sarawak. The project was conceived to support the Malaysian 
'ÏÖÅÒÎÍÅÎÔȭÓ ÆÕÅÌ ÄÉÖÅÒÓÉÆÉÃÁÔÉÏÎ ÐÏÌÉÃÙ ÔÏ ÈÁÒÎÅÓÓ ÃÌÅÁÎ ÁÎÄ  ÒÅÎÅ×ÁÂÌÅ ×ÁÔÅÒ ÅÎÅÒÇÙ 
for power generation. With an installed capacity of2,400megawatts (MV), the main 
dam comprises a 205m high concrete face rockfill dam (CFRD) with a 740m long crest 
and a fill volume of 16.75 million m3. It is currently the 2nd highest CFRD in the world. 
 
The Bakun catchment area covers an area of about 14,750 km2, representing 11% of 
the state of Sarawak and is equal to the size of the state of Kelantan. 
The reservoir have a surface area of 695 km2, approximately the size of Singapore 
when the water level reaches the maximum operating level of elevation. Once 
completed, Bakun Dam will generate a huge amount of green energy as well as 
significantly lessen flooding downstream.  The formation of a massive lake would hail 
Bakun as one of the most scenic eco-tourism spot of Malaysia.
