1st Meeting, Kuala Lumpur, 14 – 15 January 2010 
 
 

 iPhone applications, Twitter, Facebook and Blackberry were among the 
keywords that were heard at the Opening of  International Gas Union (IGU) 
Task Force 2 (TF 2) meeting, held in Kuala Lumpur recently. The relatively 
small but very energetic TF 2 team had its first meeting in Kuala Lumpur on 
Thursday to Friday, 14 - 15 January 2010 at KLCC Convention Centre. Co-
hosted by Malaysian Gas Association (MGA), the meeting went smoothly 
throughout the two days with an additional recreational day to Melaka on 
Saturday, 16 January.  
 
Although only two out of six team members came from overseas for the 
inaugural meeting, the team was pleased as many key issues were resolved 
especially in finding the solutions to nurture and attract the youth into the gas 
industry.  The team was grateful to have experienced members -Ms. Agnes 
Grimont, the Talent Development Manager for GDF Suez, Paris and Dr. Jitka 
Adamkovam the Head of Human Resources for RWE in Czech Republic. Also 
involved in the meeting was the Chairman of IGU Coordination Committee, Mr. 
Ho Sook Wah who stayed and joined most of the programmes planned during 
the two day meeting. The roundtable was not complete without the 
participation of the Youth Team members who were handpicked from across 
PETRONAS operating units.  
 
The two-day meeting discussed the strategic study report as well as youth 
programmes and activities during the triennium and on-site activities in June 
2012. Besides technical visit to the potential activity site during 2012, which is 
the Petrosains the Discovery Centre, the team was also brought to visit the 
Skybridge. The team aspires to expand its size by recruiting more young 
professionals from other companies to contribute to this grand event.

Exploration and production spending is expected to 
increase by 18% to MYR 28.5 billion in 2014 from MYR 
22.31 billion last year, Subramanya Bettadapura, Asia-
Pacific associate director of energy & power system 
practice, said. The expenditure includes investments in 
exploration, development, production and operation of 
existing assets in Malaysia.

investment compared with onshore exploration, he said. 
 
Gumusut-Kakap, Malikai, Kebabangan, Jangas, Ubah Crest, 
Pisangan, Kamunsu are the deepwater fields that are being 
developed, Bettadapura said, adding that most of these 
fields are expected to start production between 2010 and 
2015. 
 
Marginal fields in Malaysian waters may also draw 
investment. 
 
Malaysia has around 90 marginal fields that can be 
developed, Bettadapura said. Companies are developing 
new technologies such as the Mobile Offshore Production 
Storage Unit, which can bring fields online faster, he said.
